Bali - a lost opportunity  

The last minute compromise agreement at the United Nations Climate Change 

Conference in Bali perhaps represented a lost opportunity for Governments to 

set meaningful targets in emission reductions, at a time when 2007 was 

confirmed as one of the warmest years on record and Arctic summer sea ice 

is predicted to disappear by 2013.  

The Conference was rescheduled following the recently published IPCC 

(Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change) 4 th Assessment Report . Established in 

1988 by the UN the IPCC provides climate change decision-makers with an 

objective source of information and is regarded as the international reference for 

climate change facts and predictions. The 2007 Report states notably that 

ñwarming of the climate system is unequivocal ò. It goes further than earlier 

reports by asserting that previous estimates in temperature rises were too low and 

warns that action to reduce GHG emissions within 10 to 15 years is essential in 

order to avoid the most damaging impacts, requiring immediate action . 

The IPCC and Al Gore received the 2007 Nobel Peace Prize "for their efforts to build up 

and disseminate greater knowledge about man-made climate change, and to lay the 

foundations for the measures that are needed to counteract such change".

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Legal Updates 

Environmental Permitting Programme -  April 2008  

In October 2007, the Landfill Regulations were amended to make the pre-treatment of Non -

Hazardous Waste mandatory. All commercial and industrial waste sent to landfill must now be 

accompanied by proof of pre-treatment, without which the waste will be 

rejected and returned to its origin.  

Pre-treatment includes:  

Physical thermal, chemical or biological process including sorting  

Changes to the characteristics of the waste 

A reduction in the volume, or hazardous nature to facilitate its    

handling or enhance recovery 

For the majority of businesses this will mean confirming to a waste contractor the ópre-treatmentô, 

usually in the form of segregation and recycling of at least one waste stream. This legislation, although 

not particularly onerous, reinforces waste producer responsibility. Watch out also for the current review 

of the Duty of Care Regulations to further reinforce this in 2008.

The Environmental Permitting Programme (EPP) Regulations will combine the existing Waste 

Management Licensing (WML) regime and the Pollution Prevention Control (PPC) regime from April 

2008. This is to streamline the operating and licensing of both regimes. The new regulation will reduce 

the amount of administration required from regulators and operators. All existing WML and PPC 

permits and existing applications, will become Environmental Permits from April 2008. From April, 

applications for Environmental Permits can be made online. 

During 2008, the requirement for commercial buildings to hold an Energy Performance Certificate 

(EPC) will come into effect through the Energy Performance of Buildings Directive: 

6th April 2008  - Commercial buildings with floor space > 10,000m2  

1st July 2008 - Commercial buildings with floor space > 2,500m2  

1st October 2008 - All other commercial buildings under this threshold 

The requirements are for all sites to hold an EPC, rating the energy efficiency of the building from A to 

G (whereby A is very efficient, and G is very inefficient). Sites must also hold an advisory report 

detailing recommendations to improve the energy rating of the building, from an energy assessor. 

EPCs will be valid for up to 10 years and the penalty for non-compliance is up to 12.5% of the 

propertyôs rateable value (maximum of Ã5000) plus the cost of becoming compliant.

Climate Change Bill - 2008 

The Climate Change Bill was introduced to the House of Lords in November, and can be expected to 

pass into UK legislation by early summer 2008, which would make the UK the first country to  

introduce statutory cuts in emissions . This new Bill will set targets for the UK to adapt to climate 

change and reduce CO2 emissions by at least 60% by 2050, although there is concerted pressure to 

raise this to 80%. An expert committee will be established to advise the government on how to achieve 

these targets.
